We will look at wet spinning long line flax from a towel as well as making and dressing a 
distaff. We will card and spin tow - the short fibre from preparing the line flax. You will 
also have a chance to spin flax top and bleached top. We will look at finishing flax and 
discuss how it can be used in weaving.

• Spun line flax, tow and top 

• Spun flax wet and dry
